
D omaine de Nizas is located on the outskirts of the 
village of  Nizas near Pézenas, in the heart of the 

historic Languedoc region in the south of France. The 
Languedoc has been a wine making region since the 5th 
Century BC, and is forged by its turbulent past, rugged 
landscape and Mediterranean flavors.

The Domaine de Nizas property was purchased in 1998 by 
John Goelet, descendent of a wine merchant family in 
Bordeaux. Since 1970, his love of fine wine and pioneering 
spirit already have led to the establishment of  four other 
estates: Clos du Val in California, Taltarni Vineyards, 
Clover Hill and Lalla Gully in Australia. Together with 
Bernard Portet, founding winemaker of Clos Du Val in the 
Napa Valley, he identified the exceptional terroir of 
Pézenas as the ideal site to craft high-quality artisan wines.  
 
 
DOMAINE DE NIZAS - Location  
 

Nizas is a typical Mediterranean village  where you can 
enjoy the perfumes of the ògarrigueó and hear the laughter 
of men playing òp®tanqueó on quiet summer evenings. 
 

Nizas is also six kilometres away from Pézenas, a famous 
medieval town with a rich architecture and where, still 
today, many artisans practice their skills.  
Molière, the famous 17th century French playwright, 
stayed in Pézenas with his theatre company l'Illustre 
Théâtre. A Molière monument was risen in his honor.
